Term 1 Y1-6 – Theme: Italy 
 

Subject Focus 

Literacy Programme of English work including reading, writing, spelling, phonics and speaking and 
listening appropriate to age and ability. Children will be reading about Italy and stories 
from Italian culture. 

Numeracy Programme of Mathematics work appropriate to age and ability.  This will generally include 
work on the four rules of number (addition, subtraction, division and multiplication) as well 
as work on topics such as time, money, measures, shape and space.

Geography The children will be looking at European maps to increase their knowledges of places in 
Europe.
