This project will work with a group of older migrants who live in a particularly disadvantaged area in Dublin. The overall aim of the project is to promote integration as a two-way process between older migrants and the established community in their host societies by developing a replicable toolkit which will develop participants‘ civic and community participation skills and which can subsequently be used with similar groups both in Ireland and in other EU / partner countries.
The toolkit will have three phases:
· Piloting a peer-led  English language skills programme which encourages community building and integration as a two way process 
· Peer Training participants in specific skills related to community and civic participation and self advocating. These will include: information on how the host society works at local and national level; how participants can promote awareness amongst statutory and voluntary service providers of issues related to ageing in a host society; developing strategies to integrate and engage with local communities. This last element will have a particular focus on intergenerational communication and interaction (ie with younger people)
· Pilot testing these skills by running a number of activities and engaging with a cross-sectoral range of groups eg service providers; young people either in schools or youth groups; third level education centres
