TECHNICAL 
REGULATIONS 
 

Category A competition for athletes in the following categories and 
age groups: 
Pairs and groups 
 • GRADE 3 8-13 (born 2017-2012), combined routine 
 • GRADE 4 8-15 (born 20017-2010), combined routine 
 • ASPIRE (former youth) 9-16 (born 2016-2009), combined routine 
 • PRE-YOUTH 11 -16 (born 2014-2009), balance and dynamic 
routine 
 • YOUTH 12-18 (born 2013-2007), balance and dynamic routine 
 • JUNIOR 13-19 (born 2012-2006), balance and dynamic routine 
 • SENIOR 15+ (born until 2010), balance and dynamic routine 
 • NATIONAL SENIORS (One of the partners of the pair/group of must 
be at least 16) only combined routine 
 
NDP 10 (Grade 1-4) 
FIG Age Group Rules (Youth-Seniors) 
 
Each athlete can take part in one discipline and category.  

AWARDING 
 

Ranking is based on the points obtained for the performance of one 
combined routine in all categories (from Grade 3 to ASPIRE and 
NATIONAL SENIORS). 
 
In PRE-YOUTH, YOUTH, JUNIOR (11-16, 12-18 and 13-19) and 
SENIORS the ranking is formed by summing the points of the two 
routines. 
 
The Tallinn championship title is awarded to the winner of the 
children's, youth, junior, and senior classes if at least 3 competitors 
from different sports clubs participate in the competitions and at least 
3 participants in one competition category, in all age groups. If there 
are fewer than 3 participants, the competition organizer has the 
right to combine different age groups and categories. The winners 
of the Tallinn championship title, as well as those who achieve second 
and third place, will be awarded a master's medal.

ENTRY FEE 
 

30€ Grade 3-4 per competitor 
35 € Youth 9-16  and Seniors + per competitor.  
40€ Age group 11-16; Age group 12-18; Juniors 13-19; Seniors 15+ per 
competitor. 
 
The participation fee must be paid based on the invoice sent by the 
MTÜ Eksperimentaalse Liikumise Keskus. 
 
If the participation fee is not received at least 5 days before the start of 
the competition, the gymnast is allowed to compete only upon payment 
of 1.5 times the participation fee, either via bank transfer (upon 
submission of the payment order) or in cash on-site. 
 
Withdrawal from participation by a registered competitor: 
 
Until 10.01.2025 – 100% exemption from the participation fee 
From 11.01.2025 – the entry fee will not be refunded, except according 
to point 6.4* of the EEVL operating procedure. 
 
*According to point 6.4 of the EEVL operating procedure, the 
refund of the participation fee for a gymnast who did not 
participate in the competition is only possible based on a health 
certificate. In this case, the organizer is obliged to refund at least 
50% of the participation fee. 

JUDGES 
 

Nomination of judges 17.01.2025 
 
Each club must insure at least one category 1 or 2 national or 
international category judge for every five pairs or groups. Registered 
judges will be present until the end of the award ceremony.  
There will be a 150€ penalty fee if no judge is present.
