REGISTRATION OF ENTRIES

Entries for Pre-Chicks A, Chicks A, Cubs A, Basic Novice, Intermediate Novice, Advanced Novice, Junior,
Senior in single categories and Advanced Novice, Junior in Ice Dance should be submitted by clubs, which
are members of National Figure Skating Federations, associated with the ISU. Entries must be submitted by
filling the official Entry form.



With the entry forms, the “Program Content Sheet” must be returned to the Organizing Committee in time. It
is mandatory that the Program Content Sheet be filled in precisely by each Skater/team in English using the
terminology for the elements listed in the respective ISU Communication

Deadline of entries
Preliminary entry forms must be submitted by October 30, 2023 at the latest.
Entries that are sent/received after the mentioned deadline will not be accepted.

Entries of Judges

The foreign club who enters 10 or more skaters is kindly asked to bring a Judge (of International category) to
the Competition. It is also allowed to bring a Judge if the number of skaters is less than 10. Coaches are not
allowed to act as Judges.

Entries of Judges must be made together with the entries for Competitors.
In case a judge is sent by a competitor/club, the latter is responsible for the judge’s transportation expenses.

e ENTRY FEE (paid before November 20, 2023):

85 EUR for the skaters with free program only
100 EUR for the skaters with short and free program
110 EUR for Ice Dance

Late ENTRY FEE (paid after November 20, 2023):
95 EUR for the skaters with free program only
110 EUR for the skaters with short and free program
120 EUR for Ice Dance

Each club has to pay 100% of the total amount for its participants right after the entry form
confirmation, but not later than November 25, 2022. The competitor is included in the entry
list only after a 100% payment and from that moment can only be substituted by another
skater if an emergency cancellation occurs. Entry fees are not refunded.

All registration-related procedures (registration, annulment, changes) must be submitted to the Event
Coordinator in written form.
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v In case a skater has been entered in the competition, but cannot participate, she/he can be replaced
by another skater in the same category and class. Entry fees are not refunded.

v Participating teams should inform of any changes in their team as soon as possible, but not later than
November 30, 2023

e AWARDS

Three first standings of each category/class shall be awarded with medal and a special price
The titel , Tallinn champion® will receive the best Tallinn skater in the following categories: Basic Novice,
Intermediate Novice, Advanced Novice, Junior and Senior in Single skating and Advanced Novice and
Junior in Ice Dance

e All competitors shall receive a diploma.
All other awarding ceremonies will be held at the ice rink approx. 1 hour after the end of their respective

segments.

e MUSIC

Music will be reproduced from CD (audio track, formatted for music reproduction system — not
computer). Music (equipped with the full name of the competitor, club and category) must be
submitted to the announcer’s desk before the relevant event and picked up from the same place
after the event.

o EXPENSES

Competitors and all other Team Members are responsible for their own travel, accommodation and meal

expenses.
